	Definition

	Cure
	Patient who is found to be sputum smear-negative in the last month of treatment, as well as on at least one previous occasion.



	Treatment completed
	Patient who has completed treatment, but who does not meet the criteria to allow for classification as a cure or failure.



	Treatment failure
	Patient who is sputum smear-positive at five months, or later during treatment.

 Also a patient who was initially smear-negative before starting treatment and who became smear-positive after completing the initial phase of treatment.



	Died
	Patient who dies, for any reason, during the course of treatment.



	Treatment interrupted or default
	Patient whose treatment was interrupted for two consecutive months or more.



	Transfer out
	Patient who has been transferred to another recording and reporting unit, and for whom the treatment outcome is not known.
